Traffic surveys

Recently, residents of the Parish
expressed concern about the appearance
of what looked like cameras on a
telegraph pole near the Village Shop. It
took a while, but eventually we were able
to find out that these instruments were
part of a traffic survey undertaken by the
Department of Transport.

We were also able to ascertain that the
position of surveys like this is completely
random and is not part of any local or
County scheme. The survey only lasted
for one or two days and was then
removed.

We have asked the Highways
Department at North Yorkshire County
Council to let us know in advance fif this is
likely to happen again.

Parking cones

The Parish Council has noticed that there
are a number of traffic cones appearing
around the Village Green to try to
‘reserve’ parking places outside
residences.

Whilst the Council is sympathetic to the
problems of trying to park near your
house, particularly during the height of
the tourist season, could we please
remind people that this activity on a public
highway is not lawful. The only people
who can put out traffic cones are the
police themselves, or their delegated
representatives. The police will be within
their rights to confiscate any traffic cones
illegally placed on the highway for private
purposes.

Nevertheless, we would like to thank
everyone for making the village look so
beautiful throughout the summer.
